Provider Booth Information Regulations

1. Set up:  Booths may be set up as early as Saturday, April 28th between 7:00 AM-8:30 AM.  
All booths must be set up by 8:30 AM on Saturday.
2. Parking:  Please be considerate to the event attendees and limit the number of vehicles to this event.  
There is no charge to park.
3. Size:  Each booth will be approximately 6 ft and will include one skirted table (or more depending on sponsorship level), one sign and two chairs. All booths must comply with the Fire Department Safety Codes.

4. Booth Location:  Please check in at the provider’s/vendor registration counter in the building foyer when you arrive.   Your space assignment will be given to you at your time of arrival.
